GTN Overview

U.S.  Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) Global Transportation Network (GTN) gives its customers located anywhere in the world, a seamless near-real-time capability to access and employ transportation and deployment information.

GTN is an automated command and control information system that supports the family of transportation users and providers, both Department of Defense (DoD) and commercial, by providing an integrated system of in-transit visibility information and command and control capabilities.  GTN collects and integrates transportation information from selected transportation systems.  The resulting information is provided to the National Command Authorities (NCA), Commanders of Unified Commands, USTRANSCOM, it’s component commands, and other DoD customers to support transportation planning and decision-making during peace and war.

In keeping with modern technology, GTN is completely available on the Internet’s World Wide Web.

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Home Page Introduction

The Unclassified GTN Home page is fully accessible to all users who have access to the Internet’s World Wide Web.

Users with Microsoft’s Internet Explorer will also be able to use GTN on the web, however we suggest keeping this software current as well.

Account Page
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When you click on the Account link on the GTN Home page, you will be taken to an online account request form.  When you submit your account information from the account request page, a pop up window appears telling you to print your account application on your unit’s letterhead stationary.  You might think that by clicking on the OK button you have sent it to your printer, not so, you must click on the "Print" button of your browser.  
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Section 2.9 (cont'd)

Account Page (Cont.)

Once you have done that you will get the same pop up window again, and this time you will also see that there is another instance of your browser running.  This second window has your user agreement ready for printing.

Everyone who requests a GTN account is required to follow up the electronic request with a hard copy signed by your supervisor or Unit Security Officer.  Electronic requests are not activated until the GTN Account Administrators receive your hard copy paperwork, with all the appropriate signatures.  You can either mail your request to USTRANSCOM/TCJ4-LPD, 508 Scott Drive, Scott AFB, IL, 62225-5357 or fax it to (DSN) 576-6600 or (COMM) 618-256-6600.  Accounts are usually built within 24 hours of receipt.  If you have access to a STU III telephone, the GTN Account Administrators will gladly pass your USERID and Password to you over a secure phone line.  You can reach them, Monday through Friday, at (DSN) 779-1015 or (COMM) 618-229-1015 between 0600-1700 (CDT).

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Change Password Page

We recommend you change your password every 90 days.  You can change it directly from the GTN home page by clicking on Accounts and then Change Password.

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Update Profile Page
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If any of your account information changes, such as your E-mail address, duty phone/fax, rank, or security clearance information, please update your account profile so we know how to contact you.  To update your account profile, go to the GTN Home page, click on Accounts and then Update Profile.  It’s that easy.  If you transfer to a new duty station, a new account request must be submitted to validate your new duty assignment.

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Section 3
GTN Schoolhouse
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The Global Transportation Network (GTN) Distance Learning Tool (DLT) has been fully integrated with the GTN Operating System and is now called the GTN Schoolhouse.  The GTN Schoolhouse enables the United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) the ability to provide a training web page and up to date on-line training instruction to GTN customers on a global basis.  The Schoolhouse has been developed to be a viable training tool that is easily accessible by GTN users all over the world.  The Schoolhouse is updated on a regular basis to accurately reflect the rapidly evolving GTN operational system.

You can access the Schoolhouse by clicking on the Schoolhouse tab at the top of the Home page or any of the query network pages.  Once the Schoolhouse is open, you can navigate to any lesson by following the hypertext links for your desired lesson.

There are three kinds of training for each query type:
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Query Training walks you through the query form.  
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Scenario training presents real-world problems.  
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Query Results training explains the GTN query report.

If you are in a specific query network and wish to learn more about that specific type of query, you can click on the schoolhouse apple icon [image: image15.png]


 in the upper right hand corner of the query web page.

A second option has also been provided for you to learn more about the type of query you are currently using.  Instead of clicking on the Schoolhouse apple icon [image: image16.png]


, you may also click on the “Mini Lesson” hypertext located in the blue frame on the left side of the page.
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Section 4
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SEARCH TECHNIQUES
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Section 4.1 - Search using the Lookup Function.
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In addition to the Reference Tables page, each of the query network pages has a number of "look up" buttons to the right of text boxes.  Once a picklist selection is made, the next step is to tab over to (or click the mouse cursor in) the text box just to the left of the Look Up button.  As Shown above.
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Section 4.1 (cont'd)

There are two cases in which the GTN will respond to a Look Up search with a page stating No Data:

1.  There is no lookup data available for the pick list selection.

2.  There is lookup data available but the search text did not match the data.  This could mean that the input was not stated properly.  For example, assume the qualifier was Item Name and the search text was "truck cargo", and the message "No Data" was returned.  The next attempt could be simply entering "truck", which would return a list of everything containing the word "truck." Scrolling down the list would reveal several entries of "truck, cargo." In this example, omitting the comma in the first attempted search string caused the "No Data" response.

Section 4.2 - Search Using Wildcards.

If the text box is left empty, the GTN will assume the box entry is intended to be a wildcard.  A wildcard is a term meaning anything, just like in card games.  In the GTN, an empty text box (null entry) is interpreted as a wildcard.  Also, if the text box entry is less than the full number of characters allowed for the item selected, the GTN automatically imputes a wildcard at the end of the entry, but it will not appear on the page.  

Two wildcard characters, "*" and "?" can be used in the GTN queries.  The character "*" may be entered into a text box to invoke the wildcard.  For example, an entry of *456 would bring back all data in the selected category (e.g., mission number or TCN) containing"456" anywhere in the field since the GTN reads it as *456*.  

Section 4.2 ‘cont’d’

The character "?" is specifically used to fill spaces for which all possible responses are sought.  For example, to look for all TCNs 
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containing the character "F" in the first position and "J" in the 15th position (Air Force-sponsored Code J unaccompanied baggage), enter the following in the text box:  F?????????????J.  The GTN will then impute a * for positions 16 and 17 of the TCN.  

The difference between the two wildcard characters is that the "*" does not distinguish a specific number of characters, whereas each "?" entered, stands for one character in the exact position where it is entered in the field.  

You can form a query to match a portion of a number or a name.  When looking things up or seeking all cargo that matches a certain segment of a number or name is called a "sub-string search".  The "string" is the full text of a single valid number or name, so if only part of it is entered, then the entry is a "sub-string."  By coupling this concept with the wildcard concept, a qualifier can be defined very precisely.  

4.3 - Search Techniques for TCNs.

4.3.1 - TCN Formats:  There are 9 basic formats for constructing a TCN.  One is a Standard TCN and there are 7 Non-Standard formats.  Here is a helpful breakdown of the TCN data elements.  Detailed information about the TCN format is found in DoD 4500.32-R, Vol.  I.  This is the structure of a standard TCN using TCN FB444050250006BXX as an example.  Let's look at the make up of the data elements.  This is useful information because the elements themselves can be used to structure your queries.  

You can isolate specific data by qualifying your searches with this information.  Below is a breakdown of the Standard TCN followed by explanations of the fields.

The first six alphanumeric characters of the TCN are made up of the DoDAAC (Department of Defense Activity Address Code).  These activities are authorized to ship and receive material and to prepare documentation or billings.  The DoDAAC of a TCN normally indicates the receiving or destination unit for the TCN cargo.  

The next four characters are the Julian date constructed using the
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 following format:  1st character is the last digit of the calendar year (9 = 1999) and characters 2 through 4 are the current Julian date (025 = 25 Jan).  

The third set of digits represents the number of shipments made on that date from a particular shipping facility, e.g., 0006 is the sixth shipment made that day.  A 9000 series sequence number indicates high priority shipments such as critical weapon system parts.  

The last three letters identify split or partial shipments.  In this TCN, BXX indicates this is the second piece of the shipment for FB444050250006 on 25 Jan 95.  

4.3.2 - Nonstandard TCNs:  When searching for cargo of these types, you can structure your query qualifiers so that wildcards can be used to find only specific TCNs.  The following types of shipments use nonstandard TCN formats.  Each is presented below, followed by any significant information that might make it easier for you to construct your GTN query.  These are not all of the codes but only the most common.  Note that many of the codes are available for lookup on the GTN.

NOTE:  The Army uses a Unit Identifier Code (UIC) in positions 2-7, with a $ in position 8.  Other services use the Unit Line Number (ULN) with a $ in unused positions 2-8.  

A UIC is a six character alphanumeric code that can uniquely identify each Active, Reserve, and National Guard unit in the Armed Forces.  The first character of the UIC can be used to identify which service or agency is associated with the UIC.  All passengers associated with a UIC can be queried by selecting UIC as a passenger query parameter and entering the desired UIC.  
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A ULN is an alphanumeric code of up to seven characters that uniquely identifies a force requirement.  Each ULN may have three elements:  a force requirement number (FRN), a fragmentation code (FRAG), and an insert code (INSERT).

NOTE:  These TCNs are constructed by the activity that is actually filling the containers in preparation for a ship departure.  The Voyage Document Number (VDN) refers to the ship manifest.  Think of this as a listing of manifests.  This VDN is unique to that sailing.

The Courier shipments will always follow this format.  This would make Courier shipments relatively easy to track by entering the "CTS" followed by wildcards in your queries.  The Location Code:  (Positions 2-4) usually is the 3-letter MILAIR code for that Courier Station.

Section 5
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SETTING PREFERENCES

The GTN provides the capability to set user preferences.  This section describes the steps required to set your preferences.
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Section 5.1 - Setting Your Query Network Preferences

By clicking on the Preferences tab at the top of the Home page you are taken to the Global Preferences page where you can customize the GTN by selecting which query network you would like to have as your default network.  

Section 5.1 (cont'd)
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By clicking on the arrow in the drop down, you will see a list of the networks you may select as your default network.  For example, after clicking on the down arrow, if you want the Schedules query network as your default network you would highlight the word Schedules by placing your mouse cursor over Schedules and clicking once.

You would then save your selection by clicking on the Save button located below the drop down box.  From this point forward, when you click on the Query tab at the top of the Home page the Schedules query network appears rather than the system default Cargo query network.  
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Section 5.1 (cont'd)
The Save, button allows you to save your selection, the reset button will clear your selection, while the System Default button will return the selection to those established as the system’s default preferences.

Section 5.2 - Setting Your Default Query Preferences
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Also on this page you will see the query networks listed in the left-hand margin (Cargo, Schedules, Passengers, Requisitions, Assets, Unit Move, and C2 Reports if you are on a classified network).  From here, you can establish a default saved query for the selected query network.
NOTE:  You will need to have saved a query in order for you to select it from the drop down box.  
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Section 5.3 - Setting Your Output Preferences

You can also define what you would like to see in your output products by clicking on the Customize button, as shown below.  
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Section 5.3 (cont'd)

Or you can click on the Tools icon (the one with the hammer and wrench) at the top right corner of any query results page, as shown below.

Once you have clicked on either, you will be linked to the query network Result Preferences page for the query network in which you had run your query.  For example, if you ran your first query in the Cargo Network and clicked on the Tools icon located on the results page for that query, you will be linked to the Cargo Query Results Preferences page, as shown on the next page.
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Section 5.3 (cont'd)
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At this point you can begin selecting the list of Qualifiers that you prefer to have data returned for in your query results.  To select the qualifiers that you do not want from the list of qualifiers in the Displayed Column(s) List scroll box, place the cursor over the qualifier to be hidden and highlight it by clicking once, then move the cursor to the Hide button and click once again.  You will see your selection move to the Hidden Column(s) List.  Continue this process until you have selected all of the qualifiers you do not want to view in your query output for that query network.

Section 5.3 (cont'd)
The Displayed Column(s) List scroll box has an up and down arrow so you may scroll through the list of qualifiers by clicking on the appropriate arrow.  Should you want to add back or Show a qualifier at a later time the process can be reversed by selecting the qualifier from the Hidden Column(s) List and clicking the Show button.  You may also use the Move Up or 

Move Down buttons to change the order that your selected qualifiers will appear in the output.  Simply highlight the qualifier you wish to change the position of and then click on the appropriate button.
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  The Move Up button will move the item to the left and the Move Down will move the item to the right, as reflected in the Output Preview at the bottom of the screen.  
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Section 5.3 (cont'd)
By clicking on the Properties button while one of your selected qualifiers is highlighted a pop up box titled Rename Column Header page will appear.  You are then able to change the name of the column header you had highlighted and by clicking the Update button; your change will be saved.
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Section 5.3 (cont'd)
Once you have your preferred qualifiers selected, in the order you want, and/or renamed, you can then freeze their position by highlighting the qualifier and clicking once on the Freeze button.  Once the particular column qualifier is frozen, it automatically is moved to the first column of the output.  Any additional qualifiers selected to be frozen will be moved to the right of the first frozen qualifier, however; frozen qualifiers can then be moved to the right or left of any other frozen qualifiers.  To "un-freeze" a frozen qualifier, highlight the qualifier (that is shown as frozen in the Output Preview) from the list in the Displayed Column(s) List scroll box and click once again on the Freeze button.
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Section 5.3 (cont'd)
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You are also able to establish which qualifier you would like to have your query output data sorted by.  By using the Sort By drop down boxes you can select the qualifier you want the data sorted by placing your cursor over the desired qualifier and clicking once.  You then can select whether you want it sorted in either Ascending or Descending order by clicking on the appropriate radio button.  Following this same process you can then select a second and third qualifier for further sorting from the two “Then By” drop down boxes.  Once you complete establishing your preferences, go to the Apply button and click once.  The Reset button clears all of the previous selections made, while the System Default button will select system programmed settings and the “Cancel” button will close the page without applying or saving your selections.
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Section 6

 Query and Result Page Functionality

Section 6.1 - Query Page Functionality

A query is the mechanism you use to formulate a question in the GTN.  The query networks provide you with a means to enter specific or broad search criteria when trying to locate cargo or personnel moving within the Defense Transportation System.  In the examples that follow, we will present some of the more frequently used queries of each network.  
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All row titles on the query screen (as seen on the previous page), Mode, Look For, Qualify By, Status, Location, Time, and Output can be “clicked on” to display a brief explanation about that specific row.

· If you are filling in a query and come back to change your Mode selection, all of the other row selections, except time and output, are reset to their original or default settings.

· On each row, the left box with its drop down Pick List button is a selection menu.  The right box across from the " = " sign is where you enter specific data to narrow the search.  If you don’t know all of the particular number or if you don't know exactly what GTN names are, the use of wild cards is permitted.  There are two GTN wildcard characters, they are, “*” and “?”.  These are discussed in greater depth in Section 4, Search Techniques.

· It is important to remember that the Look For, Qualify By, and Status selections are context related.  This means that your selection in one row may change the Pick List options in another row.  

· It is important to distinguish between Last Known Status and Last Known Status, Date Constrained.  Selecting Last Known Status, Date Constrained will only search within the dates you enter in the Time row.  Selecting Last Known Status ignores the entries in the Time row.
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There are two Location rows.  We will refer to them as upper and lower.  The Pick Lists on both location rows include various options to choose codes identifying locations, installations, states, countries, or even entire Geographic areas.  Remember, only 7 choices are allowed between the upper and lower boxes.  However, if you use only the upper “Location” row, then you may have all 7 choices on that row.  Use a comma and no other spaces between each of the codes you use on the Location row(s).

· GTN data is available for 90 days in the future and 60 days in the past so do not exceed these limits when selecting dates.

· The Output selection allows you to select from three query results output options:  List, Summarize by Location, and Summarize All Locations.

· List:  This provides a line-by-line presentation of the resulting data.

· Summarize by Location:  This return will roll up the data by location and by day.

· Summarize All Locations:  This result totals all locations by the day.

· When you click the [image: image19.png]


 button, a window with the Query Run Time Clock appears and the timer begins running when the GTN begins processing the query.
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 Will "save your query" in the Query Manager.  This is a nice tool when you run the same query over and over.  When you click on the [image: image21.png]


 button, it will bring up the Save As screen.

· [image: image22.png]


 Button allows you to bring back a saved query to edit or run.
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Section 6.2
Result Page Funtionality

When the GTN completes its search according to the parameters in the query screen, the query results will be presented in either default or a customized format, depending on whether or not you elected to customize your results before submitting the query.  If you did not elect to customize the results, you may still choose to do so on the result screen by clicking the Preferences button [image: image23.png]


 and using the techniques covered in the preceding section on setting preferences.

If at any time during the response phase your query appears to stall or fails to completely load, simply point and click the Reload button.  This will prompt the server to go back and get the information that may not have been displayed.  Additionally, we have encountered occasions where the query results were not updated because of the cached memory.  To clear the cached memory, hold down the "Shift" key while pointing and clicking on the Reload button.  This procedure may vary according to your specific browser.
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Once you receive your query results you will see a series of eight result page icons in the top right corner of the results page.  

The Results Page icons perform the following functions:
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The first icon [image: image24.png]


 will return a synopsis of the query you submitted.  This is referred to as the "query information".  
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The second icon [image: image25.png]b}



 gives you the capability to export your query to spread sheet software like Microsoft Excel.  
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The third icon [image: image27.png]


 gives you the ability to email your results directly from this page.  

Once the Send Results screen returns, you will need to fill in the appropriate information regarding the addressee and copies.  There are provisions within the system to store up to 25 addressees on the server.  This is a personal list and you will need to build this addressee list in advance in the Address Book feature on any of the Query Network screens.  The note block gives you a place to add comments.  The Result block lets you determine how you would like the results sent.  
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The fourth icon [image: image28.png]


 will provide you with a preview of what your results would look like if printed.  We do not recommend using this display because of the page wrap feature.  We have found that importing your results into Excel gives you much more flexibility.
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The fifth icon [image: image30.png]


 takes you to the same page, as does the "Customize" button at the bottom of the Query Page.  

The Results Preferences screen allows you to tailor your query result to a format that fits your specific needs as discussed in the "Setting Preferences" chapter.  

The sixth icon [image: image31.png]


 gives you the capability to export your results to "Logbook," a Command and Control Center log of events.  An account, including a user ID and password, is necessary to use this function.  

The seventh icon [image: image32.png]


 allows you to create a header or footer for your results output.  

The eighth icon [image: image33.png]


 links you to a help function for the Results Page.  For example, an explanation or definition of each of the Results Page column headers can be obtained by clicking on the column header.
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Section 6.3

Quick Query

The Quick Query page offers the capability to rapidly initiate a query on a known object.  "Quick Query" is not intended for complex queries or queries that are dependent upon wildcards or string searches.  There is also no lookup functionality on this screen.  If any of these features are needed, use one if the primary query screens.

The Quick Query Page provides a drop down box with a picklist of the items you can query on.  Click on the down arrow and select the appropriate item by placing the cursor over it and clicking once.

Section 6.3.1
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Column Headers for Quick Query Reports
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Definitions for column headings associated with a Quick Query Report are identical to definitions provided for the individual query networks (Cargo, Passengers, etc.).  If a quick query is executed using a TCN, the column heading definitions on the Quick Query Report can be found in the Cargo Query Help Page.  Likewise, if a quick query were executed using a Passenger Name, the column heading definitions would be found in the Passenger Query Help Page and so on.

Section 6.4
Cargo, OnHand, and Vendor Queries
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The GTN Cargo Query Page will assist you in answering the question, "Where’s my stuff?" This query is designed to help you find shipments that are planned or actually moving within the Defense Transportation System (DTS) and/or by its commercial transportation partners.  Whereas the Quick Query is designed for the person who knows what they are looking for, the other query networks allow you the flexibility to input a variety of search criteria to narrow or broaden the scope of your search.

In our Cargo Query example, we are going to ask the GTN a question:  "What TCNs associated with any project code are arriving at Ramstein AB, Germany on Oct 7 via all modes?"  Formulate the question, write it down, if you have to, and then fill in the GTN query screen.  This is a helpful technique when you first sit-down in front of the query screen too.

NOTE:  The query screen filled in with the questions parameters and the query result screen is presented on the following page.

Additionally, you will see that rather than accept the default results display, you can customize the results, so the information you asked for is displayed up front.  The query asks for the TCN, Project Codes, all modes, and Ramstein.  That is what we are seeing displayed first in the query result screen.
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Section 6.4 (cont'd)

OnHand Query

The GTN "OnHand" query allows the user to perform a query for cargo that is physically located at a specified aerial port, based on transactions sent to GTN from the Air Mobility Command (AMC) Global Air Transportation Execution System (GATES), which is the automated system that documents the step-by-step aerial port cargo process.

As a by-product of implementing this "OnHand" query capability, the "On Hand At" qualifier is no longer available in the "Status" row pick list on the Cargo, Requisitions, and Unit Move query screens.  However, the "Arriving, Departing, or OnHand At" qualifier is still available in those screens.  (Also, when this feature was installed on GTN, all previous "On Hand At" saved queries were deleted.)

The "as-of" time of an OnHand query is when the query is executed.  Therefore, if the same query is run later, the results will probably be different.    The user should also be aware that if a drill is executed from the top-level results screen, there is a slight possibility that the drill results could differ from the top-level.  This could occur if the GTN data pertaining to the cargo happens to be updated between the time of the top-level query results and the time of the drill.  Obviously, the longer the time between successive replications of the query, or between the initial query and the drill, the greater the possibility of a change in status on some cargo.
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The format of the OnHand query screen, as shown below, contains three rows that are necessary to construct the query.

The "PORT" row allows the user to select the category of port to be used for the query.    At this time, the only option is "Aerial." Other categories may be available in subsequent GTN releases.

The "LOOKFOR" row of the OnHand query screen defines the category of "on hand" that the user wants GTN to report.  GTN may be searched using one of the qualifiers in the pick list.  The selected qualifier from within the list specifies exactly what data GTN should look at to respond to the "on hand" grouping selected.
And the "LOCATION" row of the query screen allows the user to define the aerial port for which the OnHand query will report cargo.  The location can be named by GEOLOC, IATA, ICAO, or MILAIR code.  
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The qualifiers in the "Look For" pick list are as follows:

"At Port" means that the cargo has been receipted in the GATES system and has not been lifted from the port by the outbound conveyance.  There are occasional instances in which cargo could be physically on the premises but not recorded in GATES (such as cargo in a trailer that was dropped off by a trucking company but has not yet been unloaded and in-checked by the aerial port personnel).
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"Movement Ready" is cargo at the port that has been reported to GTN as load planned and/or manifested (for air outbound) or otherwise ready for movement from the port by air, rail, or truck.

"Not Movement Ready" is cargo at the port that, according to data received by GTN, is still being processed or is in some hold status (documentation problems, damaged, customer-requested, awaiting clearance, or other frustrated condition).

"Total Cargo at Port (Movement Ready and Not Movement Ready)" is the default LOOKFOR selection (unless the user retrieves and executes a saved query).  This qualifier will produce a report for the specified aerial port, with subtotals for each POD and "Unknown" (meaning the GTN data for some not-movement-ready cargo does not contain a POD).  The data in the report will be totaled within each POD, meaning the user will not be able, in the top-level report, to differentiate how much is movement ready and not movement ready.  However, if the user selects a specific cargo weight in the top-level report and executes a drill on that value, the drill report will show the GATES "event" code for each line item that makes up the weight.  Therefore, the user can differentiate what cargo is movement ready or not movement ready by examining the event codes.

"Total Cargo at Port (Not Movement Ready [Including Frustrated])" will produce a report for the specified aerial port, with subtotals for each POD and "Unknown" (meaning the GTN data for that cargo does not contain a POD).  The term "Frustrated" covers all reasons that the cargo is in a hold status.  Drilling on a selected cargo weight will produce a drill report containing the GATES "event" code for each line item that makes up the weight.  
"Total Frustrated Cargo at Port" will produce a report for the specified aerial port, with subtotals for each POD and "Unknown" (meaning the GTN data for that cargo does not contain a POD).  The term "Frustrated" covers all reasons that the cargo is in a hold status.  Drilling on a selected cargo weight will produce a drill report containing the GATES "event" code for each line item that makes up the weight.  Therefore, the user can differentiate the frustrated reasons.

"Cargo Movement Ready for Motor and Rail" will produce a report of cargo that is ready for movement by road or rail from the specified aerial port, with subtotals for each POD.  When the POD in the output is the same as the location in the query, the cargo should be that which terminated from the air mode at that aerial

port.  When the POD is different from the location in the query, the cargo should be that which is being moved overland to another aerial port either for termination or for onward movement to the ultimate POD by air again.  (There is no "Unknown" option because movement ready cargo must have a POD.)

"Cargo Movement Ready for Air" will produce a report of cargo that is ready for movement by air from the specified aerial port, with subtotals for each POD.  (There is no "Unknown" option because movement ready cargo must have a POD.)

"Cargo Movement Ready (Load Planned and/or Manifested)" will produce a report of cargo that is ready for movement and is load planned, manifested, or both, by air or surface from the specified aerial port, with subtotals for each POD.  (There is no [image: image157.png]


"Unknown" option because movement ready cargo must have a POD.)
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"Cargo Movement Ready (Mission Not Yet Designated)" will produce a report of cargo that is ready for movement from the specified aerial port, but a mission has not yet been designated, meaning the cargo cannot yet be load planned or manifested.  The output will contain subtotals for each POD.  (There is no "Unknown" option because movement ready cargo must have a POD.)
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The "LOCATION" row of the query screen allows the user to define the aerial port for which the OnHand query will report cargo.  The location can be named by GEOLOC, IATA, ICAO, or MILAIR code.

The "OnHand" query screen contains the usual buttons for "Submit," "Save," "Load," and "Reset."  Note, however, that there are no options for the report format (list or summarize) as on

most other GTN query screens.  This is because there is only one output format for the "OnHand" query.  
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The "OnHand" query output contains the following column headings.  Each of the column header names below is linked to the same definition that is available by clicking on the column header in the actual report output.
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POD  -  Total Weight  -  Num of Pallets  -  Total Pallet Weight and  -  Loose Cargo Weight
Note:          The customization of OnHand query results is not available.  

POD

The "POD" column shows the Port of Debarkation at which the OnHand cargo contained in that row is scheduled to be offloaded

from movement in the transportation mode used for the query.  (A row containing "UNKNOWN" appears as the last entry in the POD column for reports that include "Not Movement Ready" or "Frustrated" categories.) The POD will be shown as the MILAIR code, regardless which code the user inputs on the query screen.  If no MILAIR code is available, the POD will be expressed as IATA, ICAO, GEOLOC, or UNKNOWN, in that order.  POD location codes (not including "UNKNOWN") will be drillable.

Total Weight

The "Total Weight" is the sum of "Total Pallet Weight" and "Loose Cargo Weight".  Weights are in short tons, to the hundredth of a ton (e.g., 123.45).  Where there are TCNs or pallets on hand weighing between 0-20 pounds, the entry will be "0.01" and will be drillable to view a listing of cargo represented by that weight.  For TCNs and pallets that are on hand with no weight data, the displayed weight will be "0.00" and will also be drillable to view a listing of cargo represented by that entry.  Note that the top-level query report is as of the time it is executed by the user.  Therefore, if the same query is run later, the results will probably be different.  On the other hand, a drill will use the "as of" time of the top-level query.
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Num of Pallets

The "Num of Pallets" column shows the number of airlift pallets destined for that POD or that is in the "UNKNOWN" category.  Number of pallets is not drillable.

Total Pallet Weight

The "Total Pallet Weight" is the sum of the weights of the cargo on the pallets contained in the "Num of Pallets" column (this is a net weight, not including the pallet and the tie-downs).  Weights are in short tons, to the hundredth of a ton (e.g., 123.45).  Where there are pallets on hand weighing between 0-20 pounds, the entry will be "0.01" and will be drillable to view a listing of cargo represented by that weight.  For pallets that are on hand with no weight data, the displayed weight will be "0.00" and will also be drillable to view a listing of cargo represented by that entry.  If no pallets are on hand, the weight column will show "0.00" and will not be drillable.  Note that the top-level query report is as of the time it is executed by the user.  Therefore, if the same query is run later, the results will probably be different.  On the other hand, a drill will use the "as of" time of the top-level query.

Loose Cargo Weight

The "Loose Cargo Weight" is the sum of the weights of (non-palletized) cargo destined for the POD (or associated with "UNKNOWN").  Weights are in short tons, to the hundredth of a ton (e.g., 123.45).  Where there are TCNs on hand weighing between 0-20 pounds, the entry will be "0.01" and will be drillable to view a listing of cargo represented by that weight.  For TCNs [image: image166.png]


that are on hand with no weight data, the displayed weight will be "0.00" and will also be drillable to view a listing of cargo represented by that entry.  If no loose TCNs are on hand, the weight column will show "0.00" and will not be drillable.  Note that the top-level query report is as of the time it is executed by the user.  Therefore, if the same query is run later, the results will probably be different.  On the other hand, a drill will use the "as of" time of the top-level query.

Vendor Queries

This capability allows you to track those items acquired directly from a commercial vendor and shipped to its final destination, with the shipment possibly never entering the Defense Transportation System.  The uniqueness of tracking an item being shipped directly from a vendor is there may be no TCN associated with the shipment.  Instead, Commercial Product ID’s are used and may include the Universal Product Code, the Universal Product Number or the National Drug Code.  In addition, you can also use the Purchase Order Number, Vendor Contract Number or Catalog Number to trace vendor direct shipments.  These new data elements are in addition to the previous data search elements such as location, date, item description, etc.  

Other than the additional identification data elements addressed above, the most significant difference in tracing direct vendor shipments is in the result outputs.  The result page for a cargo query can now have three output frames, the Shippable Entity Query frame, the Document Query frame, the Vendor Info frame.  The Shippable Entity Query frame will contain only data that has a [image: image167.png]Flo Edt Vew Go Communicator Help
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TCN, or Pallet ID while the Document Query frame only appears when “Any Cargo” is selected in the “Look For” picklist of the Cargo Query page and brings back Bills of Lading data.  The Vendor Info frame will only contain medical material shipments that do not have a TCN.  The result page with two or more frames can be customized in two ways.  First you can customize the entire page by selecting the upper most customization icon and selecting whether you want all of the frames to be shown no matter if there is data in the frame or not. 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Section 6.5
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Schedules Query

The GTN Schedules Query Page is designed to assist in locating itineraries as trips are planned or actually occurring within the Defense Transportation System (DTS).  This includes locating the itineraries of commercial partners who are providing transportation services under direct contract to the DoD.  A DoD sponsored trip being performed by an air or ocean carrier under a charter contract will be visible in the GTN.  However, the GTN does not report an air carrier’s scheduled commercial flights or an ocean carrier's voyages in this query window.

GTN Schedules Query information also provides Command and Control (C2) capability to USTRANSCOM and its Transportation Component Commands.  Related information pertaining to the trips is immediately available, such as the identity of the carrier(s) and vehicles that are moving or scheduled to perform the trips (completed, in progress, and planned).

In the Schedules Query example, we are going to ask the GTN a question:  "What kind of missions are departing McChord AFB, Washington for any location worldwide on Oct 7?"  Formulate the question, write it down, if you have to, and then fill in the GTN query screen.  This is a helpful technique when you first sit-down in front of the query screen, too.  Additionally, you will see that rather than accept the default results display, we've customized the results, so the information we asked for is up front.  We asked for missions sorted according to JCS priority and wanted to see where they were going next.  That's what we're seeing first.

(NOTE:  The query screen, with the question parameters and the query result screens, are presented on the next page.)

The GTN Passengers Query Page is designed to assist in locating passengers, individually, or in groups, when their travel is planned or actually occurring within the Defense Transportation System (DTS), including those moving on commercial transportation charters.  A DoD-sponsored trip being performed by a carrier under a charter contract will be visible in the GTN, but the GTN does not report a carrier’s scheduled commercial service in this query window.

Query information also provides Command and Control (C2) capability for USTRANSCOM and its Transportation Component Commands.  Related information pertaining to the passengers is immediately available, such as the identity of the carrier(s) and vehicles that are moving or scheduled to move them, and their trip itineraries (completed, in progress, and planned).

In our Passenger Query example, we are going to ask the GTN a question:  "What passengers and their Service affiliation are arriving at SEA-TAC Airport, Washington from Korea Oct 6 - 8?" Formulate the question, write it down, if you have to, and then fill in the GTN query screen.  This is a helpful technique when you first sit-down in front of the query screen too.

Additionally, you will see that rather than accept the default results display, we've customized the results, so the information we asked for is up front.  We asked for the passenger's names, service, gender, and mission number and we asked that they be sorted according to name.  That's what we're seeing first.

(NOTE:  The query screen, with the question parameters and the query result screens, are presented on the following page.)

The GTN Requisitions Query Page is designed to assist in locating requisitions as their movement is planned or actually occurring within the Defense Transportation System (DTS), including commercial transportation partners.  Related information pertaining to requisitions is immediately available, such as the identity of the carrier(s) and vehicles that are moving or scheduled to move them, and their trip itineraries (completed, in progress, and planned).  

In our Requisition Query example, we are going to ask the GTN a question:  "What requisitions from my ship are in the Defense Transportation System for the last week?"

Formulate the question, write it down, if you have to, and then fill in the GTN query screen.  This is also a helpful technique when you first sit-down in front of the query screen.  Additionally, you will see that rather than accept the default results display, we've customized the results, so the information we asked for is up front.  We asked for the requisition number, service, and mission number and we asked that they be sorted according to service.  That's what we're seeing first.

Section 6.8

Assets Query
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The GTN Assets Query Page is designed to assist in locating aircraft assets as their movement is planned or actually occurring within the Defense Transportation System (DTS).  This includes commercial transportation partners.  Related information pertaining to assets is immediately available, such as the identity of the aircraft that are moving or scheduled to move, and their trip itineraries (completed, in progress, and planned).  

In our Assets Query example, we are going to ask the GTN a question:  "What is the last known status of all C5 aircraft missions, worldwide, for October 11th?" Formulate the question, write it down, if you have to, and then fill in the GTN query screen.  This is a helpful technique when you first sit-down in front of the query screen.  

Additionally, you will see that rather than accept the default results display, we've customized the results, so the information we asked for is up front.  We asked for the requisition number, service, and mission number and we asked that they be sorted according to service.  That's what we're seeing first.

NOTE:  The query screen, with the question parameters and the query result screens, are presented below.
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Section 6.9
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ITV Reports
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The GTN “ITV Reports” query page is designed to assist in the management and visibility of specific sectors of the Defense Transportation System.  The reports provide summary and detailed information on specific segments of the transportation pipeline in order to answer questions specific to a particular area of operations. The data for these reports is gathered from each sea port, and refreshed on a 24 hour basis, by location, with the latest data capture time reflected in each output.

All row titles on the query screen (as seen above), Report, Report Type, Look For, Qualify By, and Status can be “clicked on” to display a brief explanation about that specific row.  These explanations are provided starting on the next page.
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Report:  This section is used to select the type of ITV Report you wish to run.  To execute the Ocean Container ITV report, select “Ocean Container ITV” from the reports selection.  Additional reports may be added in the future, as the need arises.  

Report Type:  This section allows the user to select the level of detail you want to see in the report.  "Standard" provides a basic report at the container level.  In this report a container will appear as one row in the output.  "Detail" provides a report similar to the Standard report with the addition of the container contents.  In this report output, each shipment inside the container will be displayed along with its description when available.  "Summary" provides a report that aggregates information about the container and its shipment status.  Only one Report Type may be selected.

Look For:  This section, as in the other GTN query pages, establishes the primary object for GTN to find.  GTN may be searched using one of the qualifiers in the pick list.  Immediately to the right of the pick list is an equal sign and then an empty text box followed by a square button with the word “lookup” in it.  Once a pick list selection is made, the next step is to tab over to (or click the mouse cursor in) the text box.  The Look For selection in the ITV Reports network is presently used to select ports, countries or regions on which to report ocean container activity.  The left box is a selection menu and the right box is where you enter specific values for your search.  Selecting Containers by AOR, Port, or Country will return ocean containers that are scheduled to arrive these locations in the next 30 days, have already arrived at one of these locations in the past 45 days, or have a POD of any of these locations.  Selecting  “Containers by POD” will return containers that have a POD of the specified location and have arrived at (in the last 45 days) or are schedule to arrive at (in the next 30 days).  [image: image189.png]ustom Output Preference:
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GTN only monitors container movement at selected locations for the Ocean Container ITV report.  To see what locations GTN is currently monitoring, you can click the lookup button without entering anything in the look up box, and after clicking the find button in the search window that appears on screen, you will receive the list of associated locations as a return in the search window.  NOTE:  When using the look for qualifier of “Containers by Country”, you presently must use the country code, the codes can be acquired in the same manner as the list of locations, discussed above. 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doing a look up on “Containers by AOR”:

Qualify By:  This section of the query screen allows the user to search for a subset of the primary search category selected in the "Look For" section.  Queries may be refined, or narrowed down, by the qualifiers shown in the pick list in this row.  The list is context-sensitive, which means the choices available depend upon the Report Type selected, and primary qualifier selected.  Lookup availability and wildcard rules follow the descriptions provided in the "Look For" section of the query screen.  The left box is a selection menu and the right box is where you enter specific data. It is important to note that the selections available in the Qualify By menu are dynamic and may change based upon your selection for Report Type and Look For.  Product level selections including NSN and Item Description are only available when a Detail or Summary Report Type has been selected.  Selections also change so that you cannot select the same value for both a Look For and a Qualify By.
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Status:  This section provides the user with the capability to define the status of the object sought and/or traffic flow directions to further refine the query in asking "workload" types of questions.  The pick list is context sensitive based on the Report Type and the qualifiers selected in the preceding sections of the query window.  Selections from this list are used to further restrict the output of the shipment status of the container.  The following list provides definitions for each available status selection:

· Any -- All containers regardless of shipment status 

· Enroute to POE -- Containers that have actual movement but have not yet been reported at the POE or POD are defined to be enroute to the POE. 

· Act Arrived POE -- Containers that have reported arrivals at their POE 

· Act Departed POE -- Containers that have reported departures at their POE 
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Enroute to POD -- Containers that have departed the POE but have not yet arrived or departed the POD 
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Sch Arr POD (less than 7 days) -- Enroute containers that are schedule to arrive at the POD less than seven days from today 

· Sch Arr POD (7 To 14 days) - Enroute containers that are schedule to arrive at the POD between seven and 14 days from today 

· Sch Arr POD (more than 14 days) - Enroute containers that are schedule to arrive at the POD more than 14 days from today 

· Sch Arr POD (overdue) -- Containers that were scheduled to arrive at the POD prior to today, but have not yet arrived. 

· Sch Arr POD (unknown) -- Containers that are Enroute to the POD but do not have a reported scheduled arrival date at the POD 

· Act Arrived POD -- Containers that have reported arrivals at the POD 

· Act Departed POD -- Containers that have reported departures at the POD 

· Exceeds RDD at POD -- Containers that have not reached the POD on or before the RDD.

The command buttons at the bottom of the ITV Reports query page function the same as covered in the previous GTN query page instructions.
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In our example of a ITV Report query, shown below, we are asking for a report that summarizes the number of containers, in various shipment statuses, for the CENTCOM Area Of Operations (AOR).  From this query output you can drill on the summary data to see a listing of containers.  To see the data summarized in different ways, just change your Qualify By selection.  For example to see the containers in an AOR summarized by Voyage Document Number, select VDN from the pick list.  The second output reflects this query variation.

Unit Move Query

The GTN Unit Move Network provides the user with an integrated view of Unit Move passenger and cargo status and movement within the Defense Transportation System (DTS). This network is specially tailored to provide movement profiles at multiple levels of aggregation with the option of displaying individual passenger or TCN detail in a multi-frame screen.  Plan-based and Manifested Unit Move Query applications offer the flexibility to query by JOPES/GCCS (Plan) related qualifiers or movement related (Manifested) qualifiers depending on the type of status profile desired. The Unit Move Network supports both high and low side queries depending on the users level of access.  It provides the user with the capability of determining movement status at the summary or "roll-up" levels such as OPLAN ID and Unit Line Number as well as locating deploying units within the DTS.  UIC and ULN detail information at the TCN and Passenger Name level is also available for reported movement activity.  The high side screen has additional qualifiers of "Query Type" and "OPLAN ID" not found on the low side screen.  These differences will be discussed below.  

All of the row titles on the query screen(see below), “Move Type”, “Look For”, “Qualify By”, “Status”, “Location”, and “Report Type” can be clicked on to give a brief explanation about that specific row and is also provided here, on the next page.

Section 6.10

Unit Move Query 

The “Move Type” selection allows you to tailor your query to Passengers only ("Passengers"), Cargo only ("Cargo"), or both Passengers and Cargo ("Both"). "Move Type" selections are used in conjunction with the “Report Type” selections to manipulate the output configuration of the Unit Move queries.  

Available “Look For” selections will differ depending on whether you access the High or Low side Unit Move Application.

It is important to remember that the “Look For”, “Qualify By”, and “Status” selections are context related.  This means that your selection in one may or may not change the Pick List options in the others.  

The [image: image36.png]


 to the right of the “Look For” box displays the Pick List of unit move qualifiers. “Look For” has a data entry box that may be used to further define the selection you made in the “Look For” box.  Please notice that no “Look For” qualifier is supported by Look-Ups in the Unit Move Network.  If you don't know all of the UIC, the use of one wild card value is permitted, or you may enter up to 15 specific values separated by comas but no spaces.  For example:  WA1AAA, WA1AAB, WA1AAC.  

“Qualify By” is another Pick List and data entry area that may be used to further define your query.  The left box is a selection menu and the right box is where you enter specific data that you may know.  (Note:  “Qualify By” selections differ between the high and low side applications.)

Next the “Status” row is a set of radio buttons to be used to further define your query.  The selection of “Status” will determine the data returned in the output display and the sort criteria.  Selecting "POE" or "POD" on the High Side, with the “Plan” radial button activated will generate an output based on actual movement information that is matched to OPLAN data from GCCS.  Selecting "POE" or "POD" with the “Manifested” radial button activated, will generate an output based on actual movement information from manifesting sources.  Selecting "Aggregated" with either the Plan or Manifested radial buttons activated, will generate a query return that is summarized based on your Look For and Qualify By selections.

The “Location” row is still another way to refine the search.  “Location” allows you to select the type of location you are interested in and enter a total of seven location codes between the two “Location” boxes.  Each box will accept a different type of code.  Or, if no location is entered, the query will return all qualifying "Look For" and "Qualify By" values and sort the output by the “Status” selection.

Unit Move Query 

The Pick List on the lower “Location” row includes the same code options as the upper selection box.  Use of this second location qualifier is entirely optional.  You may enter up to six codes in the lower “Location” box.  You may qualify your query by a different type of code from the upper box selection.  You can enter the code(s) in the right hand box or use the [image: image37.png]


 procedures discussed earlier to paste a code.  Note: you may enter a list of codes separated by commas, and only seven codes, total, are allowed between the upper and lower location boxes.

Within the “Report Type” row, a selection of "Rollup" will limit the output to a single frame showing total passenger and/or cargo information at each movement status point, as determined by the query parameters and the selection of “POE”, “POD”, or “Aggregated”.  For example, if the "Look For" selection is “ULN” with no secondary qualifier specified, the output result will display one row of data for each ULN.  

Selecting "Detail” will result in a one or two-frame output displaying all passengers by name and/or all cargo by TCN.  The selection made in the “Move Type” row determines whether both cargo and passengers are displayed or just one of them.  The primary key of each detail, output row of data will match the query selection parameters and are, therefore, dynamic depending on the primary and secondary query qualifier selections.  

Finally, a selection of "Both" within this row will provide a two to three-frame return showing the "Rollup" and passenger and/or cargo "Detail" information.  Once again, the selection made in the "Move Type" of passengers, cargo, or both helps determine what information is returned in the "Rollup" or "Detail" frames.  

On the following page a screen capture of a Unit Move result set or “Output” is provided, as in other GTN “Outputs” the column headers are “drillable” and provide a description of the column’s data element.  In addition to the column headers, you can select the six icon buttons along the top bar.  The Unit Move Output cannot be “Customized”.  One of those icons is the "Print Preview" button.  To print GTN results so that all horizontally and vertically scrollable data appears in the printout, first click on the "Print Preview" icon, then when the print preview appears, select either the browser "Print" button or the "File, Print" menu selection.  NOTE:  If you execute the "Print" command without first executing "Print Preview," the printout will only contain what you can see on the browser screen, and any scrollable data that is in the results will not be printed.

Reference Tables Query

The GTN Reference Tables Query Page is designed to assist in locating specific information from the GTN Reference Tables.  Such information may be the code or codes for airports, seaports, or installations around the world.  These codes can be used to narrow the query search.  You will be able to define the Category, Table, and Code you want to search.  The Category row establishes the high-level grouping of reference data in which to search.  The default choice is “Ports;” the list of categories allows the user to select another choice.  The “Table” row is context sensitive to the Category selected in the first row.  A default table is associated with each Category; the accompanying list of Tables allows the user to select another choice.  The phrase “context sensitive” means that the available choices are limited by a previous choice.  For example, selecting mode Air in a query screen should cause only air-related selections to be available throughout the screen - ocean or truck or rail related items would be hidden.  The code search can provide the identity of an explicit code or, through the use of the wildcard feature; it can supply a range of values within a code.  

In our Reference Table Query example, we are going to ask the GTN a question:  "What are the airport codes for all airports in the country of Japan?”  Formulate the question, write it down, if you have to, and then fill in the GTN query screen.  This is a helpful technique when you first sit-down in front of the query screen.  The query screen, with the question parameters and the query result screens, are presented on the next page.

C2 Reports Query Page





(Available on the High-Side only)

The GTN C2 Reports Query Page gives you the capability to initiate a specialized set of Command and Control (C2) Reports, also called Tracker Reports.  The purpose of each Tracker is to provide a comprehensive, but compressed, series of individual reports on transportation movements in support of contingencies or other special interest programs.

There are five Tracker Reports, three modal reports:  Air, Ocean and Motor/Rail, and two all mode reports, a Unit Line Number report and a cargo report.  Each of these reports presents you with a tailored and pre-formatted set of data arranged in a Line by ULN, with its associated clear-text description, or Line by Conveyance format.  Each of the reports is focused on a specific transportation activity.  The ULN Tracker report looks at unit movements, while the Cargo Tracker report emphasizes non-unit and Sustainment cargo movements.  Each of the modal Tracker reports examine movement data by a single mode of transportation except for the "Surface" Tracker, which provides a combination display of both motor and rail movement data.

The "Output" section allows you to select from two options, Line per ULN and Line per Conveyance.  Line per Conveyance provides a summary of data by conveyance.  For example, the output from the Air Tracker will have one line per mission number, with the mission number associated with the type of aircraft, conveyance, flying that mission.  Line per ULN will provide a listing of movements summarizing ULN data, with one ULN and its associated clear-text description displayed per output line.
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Note:  Because the C2 Reports Trackers are SIPRNET products, we are unable to display the results.  However, you will find that creating and running queries in this network are very similar to any other query network you would choose.  We still suggest you formulate a question and then ask it in GTN.  

In our example above, we want to know, what airlift missions with an AMC mission designator “FE” (FOAL EAGLE) in the 8th & 9th positions of the mission number are arriving in the country of Korea, designated by country code “KR” from any point worldwide on November 1, 1999.  We want our output listed as a line per ULN.  

Section 7
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SPECIAL FEATURES

The Query Manager page provides you with several special features to manipulate your saved queries.  From the Query Manager you can load, submit, delete, schedule or unschedule queries from your saved query list.  This page provides the user with the capability to perform specific actions related to queries that have been saved and named from the original query input screen.

Section 7.1 - Saved Queries
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 The Saved Queries box contains the names of queries that you saved from within the original query screen.  A query name in the Saved Queries box must be selected (highlighted) to operate the associated command buttons.

Section 7.1  (cont'd)
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NOTE:  The Saved Queries box shows the name you gave the query, followed by a system-generated suffix, which is the abbreviated name of the query network (Cargo, Passengers, etc.).  Also, if you have scheduled the query, an "s" appears after the suffix.

The Open button allows you to open a selected saved query that you have highlighted in the Saved Query box.  This capability only works if you have previously saved a query.  Highlight the previously saved query that you want to view and press the Open button.  You can now view your previously saved query parameters.  

Section 7.2 - Scheduling Saved Queries

The Schedule button allows you to schedule a time to run a selected saved query.  Again, this capability only works if you have previously saved a query.  Highlight the previously saved query that you would like to schedule and press the Schedule button.  The options for Scheduling the query will appear in the on the screen.  As shown below:

WARNING:  You should know what your query results would be before you schedule the query.  Scheduled queries could return hundreds of pages of data.  When Scheduling a query, you are establishing the parameters of when, during the day, the query will be run; for what period of time you want the query repeated, and to whom the results will be sent.  Results are presently emailed to the recipients.  The Send To box can contain up to 25 email addresses

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along with an equal amount in the CC or Courtesy Copy box.  You may enter addresses either by typing each email address, [image: image219.wmf] 

separating each with a semicolon, or by pasting addresses from your Address Book.  Note that the actual email addresses are pasted, not the names.  The Subject box is where you would type in a subject line for your email.  You may enter up to 100 characters.  The Note box is where you would type in the body text for your email.  You may enter up to 1000 characters in this area.  There are four formats for emailing the returned results:  Attach as Spreadsheet file, Attach as Text file, Attach as an HTML file, and in the body of the email.  

NOTE  :  Selecting the result format sends that same format to all of your designated recipients, so if some require a different format, you will have to set up another query and schedule it separately.  

Section 7.2  (cont'd) 

Clicking on the word Result will detail what each format is.

The Periodicity area refers to when you want this query to execute or run.  You may have your query run monthly, weekly, daily, or hourly.  Depending on what you select, the rest of the other selection boxes will change.  
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Clicking on the Save button will save your scheduled query and return you to the Query Manager screen.  The query name will change to (.S), indicating it is scheduled.  Clicking on the "Clear" 
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button will erase all the entries on your Query Scheduler screen, so that you may start over (see screen face below).

Returning to the Query Manager page, as shown below, the functions of the remaining buttons are:  

 The “Unschedule” button allows you the capability to unschedule a selected saved query that you have scheduled to run.  Highlight the Saved Query that you would like to unschedule and press the Unschedule button.  The “Submit” button will launch the query that you have highlighted in the saved query list, just like the submit button on the regular query screens.  Finally, the “Delete” button will delete the query that you have highlighted in the saved query list and the query will be removed from the Saved Query list.  
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Section 7.2  (cont'd)

NOTE:  If you are launching the same query repeatedly during a single GTN session, you might not actually be getting a new set of results.  Your computer's Cache holds transactions and when you launch the identical query, it may return the results that were cached from the previous query.  To prevent this, always press the Shift key and click on Reload button, at the top of the browser page, to clear the cache, before launching the query again.
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Section 7.3 - Alert Features

GTN Alert features are Alert Definition, Alert Management, and Alert Notification.  This dynamic capability allows you to specify an event of interest, such as a specific arrival or departure.  When one of these events occurs in GTN you will receive a notification.  
The first step is to define an alert.  The user must access the Query tab (and properly log in to GTN if not already logged in).  In the Query window, the left-hand menu bar contains three "Alerts" selections:

Alert Definition:  the tool used for developing the alert you want.  It takes those "saved" alerts and lets the system automatically run them for you at a specified time.

Alert Manager:  allows you to access, schedule, unschedule, submit, or delete those alerts that you previously saved.
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Alert Notification:  provides the capability to notify you and others.
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To initiate the alert definition process, click the mouse cursor on the "Alert Definition" selection in the left-hand menu bar.  The following screen appears.  The components of the screen are defined below.  
Network.  This term, as is the case elsewhere in GTN, defines the general transportation business area of interest.  The option selected here causes the choices in the remaining components of the screen to be context sensitive to the business area, thereby assuring that the user is offered meaningful choices.  The default option is "Cargo." To view and select from other options, such as "Schedules, "click the mouse cursor on the pick list pull-down arrow at the right-hand end of the text box.  Click the mouse cursor on the selected option to populate the text box.
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Look For.  Like on GTN's query screens, this row defines the primary object for GTN to find.  The alert is initially defined by using one of the qualifiers in the pick list.  Immediately to the right of the pick list is an equal sign and then an empty text box, followed by a rectangular [image: image38.png]


 button.  Once the user selects a pick list item, the next step is to tab over to (or click the mouse cursor in) the text box.  With the default "Network" being "Cargo," the default "Look For" selection is "TCN." Other "Network" selections will present different default "Look For" selections.  Various "Look For" options are available in the pick list that is visible when the pull-down arrow is clicked.  When the user selects the object type, the next step is to enter the specifics about the object in the text box to the right of the equal sign.

An important point:  the GTN Alerts capability is intended for known objects, so the option to use wildcards is very limited on the Alert Definition page.  The same lookups are available as in the GTN Query screens.  (The user should note that lookups will take a long time to run if the search entry is not sufficiently specific.) If necessary, the user should run a Cargo or Schedules or C2 Reports query first to find the full information on the object of interest, then enter that data in the Alert Definition screen.  The following list describes the available "Look For" options and their qualification rules.

Cargo Network:

· TCN:  Must specify at least the first 14 characters.  Positions 15-17 may be wildcarded to allow for partial and split shipments.

· Bill of Lading #:  No wildcards, must be complete.  (The alert will work with any kind of Bill of Lading number -- GBL, CBL, carrier waybill, etc.)

· RFTag ID (Radio Frequency Tag Identifier):  No wildcards, must be complete.

· NSN (National Stock Number):  No wildcards, must be complete.


An important point about NSN alerts:  As discussed below, "Worldwide" is the default location.  If the user enters the NSN and keeps "Worldwide" as the Location selection, GTN will alert every time any shipment containing that NSN either arrives at or departs from, whichever is selected, any location in the world for as long as the alert is active.  To avoid receiving an unintended and undesirable number of alert notifications, narrow the Location selection(s) for NSN alerts.

Schedules Network:

· Mission # [Air Mobility Command Global Decision Support System (GDSS) format]:  Must specify at least the 

first nine characters.  Positions 10-12 may be wildcarded to allow calendar day (Julian Date) to be unspecified.

Hint:  A GTN user who is interested in missions associated with a specific operation (e.g., exercise, crisis, disaster relief) should not attempt to define alerts for each mission in that operation.  Instead, the user should set up a scheduled query in the Schedules or C2 Reports section of GTN, where the mission number can be wildcarded for codes embedded in the mission number (e.g., positions 8-9).  Then if the scheduled query results indicate that a specific mission has circumstances that justify an alert, the user can define an alert for that mission only.

· Ship Name:  Must be complete and must match the version of the ship name that is in GTN.  Do not use ship name prefixes such as MV, USS, and SS because they increase the risk of a mismatch with the name that is in GTN.


Note:  Use the "Lookup" feature to make sure that the entry in the "Look For" row of the Alert Definition is exactly the same ship name that is being reported by the systems that feed the data to GTN [e.g., Military Traffic Management Command's Worldwide Port System (WPS); Military Sealift Command's Integrated Command, Control, and Communications System (IC3); and commercial shipping company electronic data interchange (EDI) messages].  Paste the selected output from the "Lookup" into the "Ship Name" text box.

Status:  The status selections are context sensitive to the "Network" and "Look For" selections as follows.

    Cargo Network:

· TCN, Bill of Lading #, and NSN:  The choices are "Actually Arrived At" and "Actually Departed From." The status selected is then associated with one or more locations or "Worldwide" in the "Location" row.

Hint:  The user should be aware that the availability of GTN data on which to trigger an alert could vary significantly by the combination of status and location selected.  For example, an "actually arrived at" status at the ultimate destination (consignee location) might rely on a "Received" supply transaction from the Defense Automated Addressing System (DAAS).  However, DAAS "Received" transactions may not occur on all shipments, which means GTN would not receive a "Received" transactions on those shipments.  Therefore, the GTN user who defined the location as the ultimate consignee address might not receive an alert even though the shipment did arrive.  Furthermore, commercial carrier Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) reporting on DOD shipments moving within overseas theaters is very limited.

· RFTag ID (Radio Frequency Tag Identifier):  The only choice is "Current Position," which is associated with "Interrogator," which is the only available choice in the Location row, discussed below.

    Schedules Network:

· Mission # and Ship Name:  The choices are "Actually Arrived At," "Actually Departed From," "Scheduled to Depart From," and "Scheduled to Arrive At." The status selected is then associated with one or more locations or "Worldwide" in the Location row and with a specified condition in the "Alert If" row.

Hint:  The GTN user may choose to associate the selected status with one or more specific locations on the mission or ship itinerary.  This is a valid approach, using comma-separated location identifiers.  The user should be aware that GTN will only report alerts for the specified locations -- if the aircraft/vessel is diverted or aborts a departure, or if the trip is cancelled before departure from origin, the GTN will only alert the user if the divert/abort destination happens to be one of the locations listed.  This can be avoided (except for trip cancellations) by using "Worldwide" as the location selection.  Total cancellation of a mission or voyage is invisible to the GTN alert process.  (Similarly, a GTN Schedules query or C2 Reports query looking for the mission number or ship name would receive a "No Data Found" query response if the flight or voyage were cancelled without movement from origin.)

Location:  The user's available list of location types is context sensitive to the "Network" and "Look For" selections.  The default (except for Cargo-RF Tag ID) is "Worldwide." Selection of the default will cause GTN to create an alert notification to the user when the selected "Status" category occurs for the defined object anywhere in the world.  As stated in the Hint above, use of "Worldwide" can overcome alerting limitations that exist when specific locations are selected.  Immediately to the right of the pick list is an equal sign and then an empty text box, followed by a rectangular [image: image39.png]


 button.  Once a pick list selection is made, the next step is to tab over to (or click the mouse cursor in) the text box.  When a location type is selected (and for RF Tag ID, the "Interrogator" default), the user must then enter one or more (maximum of seven) location identities.  When multiple locations are specified, they must be separated with commas.

Alert If:  This row sets the criterion for the alert trigger.  

Occurs:  This option instructs GTN to notify the user simply if the defined condition happens, regardless of when.  Therefore, the day-month-year-hour text boxes to the right are marked with "N/A." The active alert will provide notification (or multiple notifications) for as long as the alert is active.  If no notifications have been triggered by the time the "valid until date/time" of the alert is reached, GTN will send the user an e-mail notification so stating.  (NOTE:  The user must have a valid e-mail address in GTN.  The user's e-mail address can be checked/updated in the Account-Update Profile feature available on the GTN Home Page left-hand menu bar.)

Later Than and Earlier Than:  If the user selects one of these two choices, then the conditions of the alert are linked to a specific date-time threshold.  Therefore, the day-month-year boxes require entries, using the drop-down pick list available on each box, and the clock hour entry is made from the keyboard if the default "0000" hours (Z) is not desired.


Start Date.  If the alert has been saved and scheduled, this row will be populated with the scheduled date/time on which the activation period will begin.  For explanation of "Start Date," go to the help for the "Alert Scheduler" screen.

Until Date:  If the alert has been saved and scheduled, this row will be populated with the scheduled date/time on which the activation period will end.  For explanation of "Until Date," see the help for the "Alert Scheduler" screen.

Last Notified:  When the alert has been saved and activated, the user can open the alert (or load the alert, depending on source window) to view this row, which will provide the date/time of the last time the alert actually triggered.  (See Load button text below.) Notification can be via e-mail as well as on-screen.  Both forms are discussed in subsequent sections.

Last Checked:  When the alert has been saved and activated, the user can open the alert to view this row (see Load button text, below), which will provide the date/time of the last time the GTN checked for conditions that would cause the alert to trigger.  This row is provided to reassure a user that GTN is actively checking for the defined criteria, in case the user might be concerned over the absence of an alert notification.  (NOTE:  The user should expect GTN's checking intervals to be relevant to the objects being tracked.  For example, GTN will check for triggering conditions on an air mission alert frequently.  This is because flight status can change in minutes and flights are updated continuously in GTN by near-real-time feeder systems.  On the other hand, a ship name alert will be checked less frequently because voyage status changes occur more slowly and voyages are updated in GTN by feeder systems less often.)


Save, Load, and Reset buttons:

· Save.  This button allows the user to initially save a new alert, save a modified alert under a new name, or re-save an existing alert.  When "Save" is selected, the browser will open a "Save As" window to enable the user to enter a name for the alert.


The “Save As” window is only available as a result of selecting the “Save” button on the alert definition screen.  First, a properly qualified alert must be created in the alert definition query screen, or a previously saved alert must be opened in the alert definition screen by using the “Load” button as described below.

 Note:  When the user selects the "Save" button, if the conditions defined in the alert have already occurred GTN will pop up a notice stating that the alert has been satisfied.  The user will have the option of continuing with or canceling the save.  Continuing with the save could be logical, such as a "TCN-Arrive At-Worldwide" alert, for which the user would receive an alert notification each time GTN receives data indicating that the TCN arrived at any location (assuming the user maintains the alert in active status).


· Load:  This button is provided to allow the user to open a saved alert.  When this button is selected, the browser window changes to a "Load" page containing a listing of saved alerts.

The user clicks on one of the alert names in the "Saved Alerts" dialog box, which highlights (selects) that alert.  Then when the user clicks on the "Open" button below the "Saved Alerts" box, the browser returns to the "Alert Definition" page and the rows are populated with the selected alert qualifiers and, if it is an active or completed alert, its "Last Notified" and "Last Checked" data.  If the user desires to exit the "Load" window without opening one of the saved alerts, click on the browser's "Back" button or select the "Back" command from the browser's menu bar pull-down lists.

· Reset:  When this button is selected and the alert has not been saved, the Alert Definition screen returns to its default condition.  User entries will be lost! If user entries were valid, the alert should be saved before resetting.  If the Alert Definition screen contains the contents of a previously saved alert, the "Reset" button will return the Alert Definition screen to the values of that alert (i.e., if the user was modifying the row contents but decided not to use the changes, selecting the "Reset" button would return the row contents to the values of the saved alert).

HELP MENU

The GTN provides a suite of HELP capabilities.  Virtually every page has point and click menu items or icons that will lead you to useful information about GTN's features, definitions of the query

qualifiers, output columns, formats and other GTN related information.

The plus tab accesses Help Screens for GTN that are divided into right and left windows.  The left-hand window lists topics that describe the features available within the GTN Internet site.  You can learn more about these features by clicking on any of the topics listed in this window, or by searching on keywords contained in an index associated with these topics.  The right-hand window will display the text of the topic selected.

GLOSSARY OF TERMS

# of Passengers-Number of Passengers:  The number of unit-related passengers associated with this row of data.

# Of Pieces-Number of Pieces:  The number of pieces of unit-related cargo associated with this row of data.

AC Tail-Aircraft Tail Number:  The registry number of the aircraft.

AC Type-Aircraft Type:  The model/design/series of the aircraft.

Advice Code-A 2-character code providing instructions by the requisitioner to the supply sources.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix B15.)

Asof-The time of the last status report for the shipment or movement.  When combined with the Date, this time establishes a reporting instance of Status, Location, Phase or Condition of a shipment or movement.

Bkd in-The "Bkd in" is a listing of air passengers "booked to arrive" at a location or multiple locations specified in the query.

Bkd off-The "Bkd off" is a listing of air passengers "booked to off-load" at a location or multiple locations specified in the query.

Bkd on-The "Bkd on" is a listing of air passengers "booked to on-load" at a location or multiple locations specified in the query.

Bkd thru-The "Bkd thru" is a listing of air passengers "booked to pass through" or transit a location or locations.  In other words booked passengers destined to stop at another location on the itinerary.  Booked "In" passengers minus booked "Off" passengers equals booked "Thru" passengers.

Cgo in-The "Cgo in" is a listing of air "cargo inbound" to a location or locations specified in the query.

Cgo off-The "Cgo off" is a listing of air "cargo that will off-load" at a location or locations specified in the query.
Cgo thru-The "Cgo thru" is a listing of air "cargo transiting or passing through" a location or locations specified in the query.  In other words, cargo that is destined for other locations.  Inbound" cargo minus "Off-loaded" cargo equals "Thru" cargo.

Cgo on-The "Cgo on" is a listing of air "cargo to be on-loaded" at a location or locations specified in the query.

Cgo out-The "Cgo out" is a listing of "outbound air cargo" at locations specified in the query.  "Thru" cargo plus "On" cargo equals "Out" cargo.

Cmdty-Commodity:  The commodity code applicable to the NSN.

Config-Configuration:  The code identifying the aircraft payload compartment set-up for various combinations and configurations of cargo, passengers, aeromedical evacuation patients, and paratroopers.

Cube-Cube:  The total volume, in cubic feet, of the pieces of unit-related cargo or of the requistion associated with this row of data.

Date-A calendar date, expressed as the last digit of the year followed by the 3-digit day of the year (“Julian date”), that the Status occurred or is expected to occur.

Demand Code-A 1 character code, which serves two purposes, depending on the directional flow of a MILSTRIP transaction.  Entered as the 15th position of a requisition number by the entity initiating a requisition to indicate whether the demand is recurring or non-recurring.

Dip Clrnc-The diplomatic clearance or permission from a national government to allow a flight to pass through its airspace.  This airspace is usually defined by the political boundaries of the country, but may include some distance offshore when a national boundary borders an ocean.

Discrep-Discrepancy Description:  A text entry explaining the repair problem.

Distribution Code-A 3-character code which identifies how supply and shipment status information will be distributed.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix B12.)

ETC-Estimate to Complete:  A 3-digit day of year and clock hour-minute identifying when the task is expected to be complete.

ETIC-Estimated Time in Commission:  When non-operational status, the date-time (3-digit day of year and clock hour-minute) estimated by the maintenance activity at which an aircraft will return to operational status.

Fly Tm-The actual flying time, in hours and tenths, from the previous airfield to the arrival airfield or from the departure airfield to the next airfield.  This column will contain data only if the times are actual.

Fuel Onb-Fuel On Board:  The amount of fuel on board the aircraft, in 000’s of pounds.

Fuel Req-Fuel Required:  The amount of fuel required (in addition to the on-board quantity) to be loaded for the next sortie, in 000’s of pounds.

Fund Code-A 2-character code used to further defines billing.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix B11.)

How Mal-How Malfunctioned:  A code explaining how or why a piece of equipment malfunctioned.

Is Pacing-A flag indicating that a specific Job Control Number is the repair action which is determining the ETIC.

Item Name-The nomenclature associated with the NSN.

JCN-Job Control Number:  A number assigned by a maintenance activity for a specific repair task on an aircraft.

JCS-The JCS Airlift Priority Code assigned to the airlift mission.

Last Msn Flown-Last Mission Flown:  The Air Mobility Command ADANS mission identifier last flown by the aircraft on the “as of” hour and date.

LAD-Latest Arrival Date

Loc-Location:  The location of the unit passengers and cargo as of the preceding status.

LOX1-Liquid Oxygen for Crew:  The amount of liquid oxygen, in pounds, on board for crew breathing supply.

LOX2-Liquid Oxygen for Passengers:  The amount of liquid oxygen, in pounds, on board for passenger breathing supply.

Media Status-Media and Status Code:  A 1-character code indicating the status recipient, type of status required, and transmission media requirement.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix B4.)

Mission #-The "Mission #" is a twelve-character "mission number" string containing codes that uniquely identify and relate to specific characteristics of each airlift mission.

Mgmt Code-Management Code:  A 1 character code providing supplemental data not indicated in the MILSTRIP coding structure.  (MILSTRAP, Appendix B7.)

Mode-The method in which the item is being transported.

Next-The location to be transited next (visited) by the unit following the “Status” location.

NSN-National Stock Number:  The national stock number of the item requisitioned.


Ownership Code-A 1-character code relating to segmented inventory balances, accounted for by one entity but owned by others.  (MILSTRAP, Appendix B4.)

Pax in-A listing of passengers inbound to a location or locations specified in the query.

Pax off-A listing of passengers that will off-load at a location or locations specified in the query.

Pax on-A list of passengers that will on-load at a location or locations specified in the query.

Pax out-A list of passengers departing a location or locations specified in the query.  "Thru" passengers plus "On" passengers equals "Out" passengers.

Pax thru-A list of "passengers passing through" or transiting a location or locations specified in the query.  In other words passengers destined to stop at other locations.  "In" passengers minus "Off" passengers equals "thru" passengers.

Phs-Phase:  The phase of unit processing at the location (Planned, Scheduled, Estimated, and Actual) with reference to the “Status,” “AsOf,” and “Date” columns.

Picklists-Drop down boxes that allow the user to select a category from which to ask a question.

POD-Port of Debarkation:  The codes identifying the point of destination or off-load in the US or a foreign country.

POE-Port of Embarkation:  The code identifying the point of departure or on-load in the US or a foreign country.

Prev-Previous:  The location previously transited (visited) by the unit before the “Status” location.

Pri-Aircraft Maintenance Priority:  A priority assigned by the local maintenance activity for allocation of resources to tasks.

PRJ-Project Code:  The project code, if any, applicable to the requisition.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix 13.)

Qty Order-Quantity Ordered:  The number of the units of issue ordered.

RDD-Required Delivery Date:  A calendar date, expressed as the last digit of the year followed by a 3-digit day of the year (“Julian date”), by which the requisition must be received by the “Ship To” addressee.

Req #-Requisition Number:  A 14-character requisition number that matches the GTN query input qualifier.  If a full requisition number is input as the qualifier, the output should only present data rows for that requisition.  If a wildcard is used in the input, more data rows will be returned in the output.

RIC-Routing Identifier Code:  A 3-character address assigned to facilities/activities integral to logistics systems and performing a logistical control, distribution, and/or storage function.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix B3.)

Ship To-The transportation destination of the requisition.  Usually the DoD Activity Address Code (DoDAAC) of the consignee.

Shipper-The entity placing the requisition into transportation.  Usually the DoD Activity Address Code (DoDAAC) of the consignor.

Signal Code-A 1-character code designating an activity to be billed or credited for a transaction.  (MILSTRIP, Appendix B10.)

Spot-Airfield Parking Spot:  The code identifying the point on an airfield at which an aircraft will be, or is parked.
State-The state of the mission:  "on-time," "late," or "early," in reference to its schedule.
Status-The status of the aircraft, defining fully operational, limited, operational, or non-operational to perform specific missions.

Status-The status of the unit passengers and cargo at the location shown in the next column.

Suffix Code-Entered as the 15th position of a requisition number to identify transactions at stages of the distribution system (except not transportation partial and split shipment codes).

Supply Pri-Supply Priority:  The priority assigned to the requisition in accordance with the DoD Uniform Materiel Movement and Issue Priority System (UMMIPS).

Svc-Service:  The code for branch of service or agency sponsoring the shipment.

Sym-Symbol:  A code pertaining to the relative severity of a discrepancy.

TCN-Transportation Control Number:  The 17-character number assigned to the shipment containing the requisition.  If transportation shipment-entity control is implemented one-to-one on the requisition, and the requisition is a standard MILSTRIP transaction, then the TCN should be the requisition number plus sufficient suffix characters to total 17.

TSR-Time Specialist Required:  A 3-digit day of year and clock hour-minute identifying when the applicable repair specialist must begin a task to meet an estimate to complete.

UIC-Unit Identification Code:  The unique code permanently assigned to a military organizational unit.

ULN-Unit Line Number:  A plan-specific code that identifies a requirement for a particular kind of unit.

Units-A 2-character code identifying the unit of issue of the item ordered; e.g., each, dozen, pounds, case.

WDC-When Discovered Code:  A 1-character code relating to when the repair requirement became known.

WDD-When Discovered Date:  A 3-digit day of year and clock hour-minute identifying when the repair requirement was discovered.

Weight (Wgt)-The total weight, in pounds, of the pieces of unit-related cargo associated with this row of data.
