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GTN Turns in Stellar Performance During ULCHI FOCUS LENS 01

In the last GTN Update, we reported GTN was going to have a prominent role in another JCS exercise…UFL 01.  We received some very positive comments from the user community.  They are as follows:

“I am very pleased with the way GES performed.”

“During Part A, it became ground truth for tracking strat air flow (like in TCH02)…They quit looking at GCCS and went to GES.”

“…In fact, the capability for the DIRMOBFOR and AMD to input intra theater airlift missions (C130s) through C2IPS to GDSS, to GES, to JOPES was extremely valuable.  It provides total APOD workload visibility, this exercise capability has been desired for 20 years.”

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Exploring Quick Query Network

This is the third article in our series exploring each of the Networks available to you in GTN.
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As the name implies,  “Quick Query” is used when a user is looking for a specific known entity.  The Quick Query screen is the most used query screen in the GTN system.  The drop down list includes those common identifiers that customers would likely be looking for.  

The customer merely selects the item type from the pick list and enters that identifier to the right of the " = ".  The Submit button launches the query.  Note that there are no dates or other qualifiers associated with this query.  The Quick Query results return the "Last Known Status" for that identifier.  Another unique part of Quick Query is that the results of a query can not be "Customized".

Let's look closer at the Quick Query Pick List options.  

TCN, and  RF Tag ID are used to locate cargo type shipments.   The query results will look identical to the standard Cargo Query Results.  

Select Passenger Name and enter a "Last Name" followed by a "space" and then a first initial or name.  It is important to note that you do not enter a comma after the last name.  The results will be in the same format as the standard Passenger Query.

Requisition Number will return the same format as the standard Requisition Query.

Unit Identification Code will return the same format as the Unit Move Query.  Please note the difference between the UIC and the DODAAC.  They are not always the same.


Mission Number and Air Mission Summary both require the user to input a 12 character Air Mobility Command Mission ID.  Each will return an entirely different result format for the mission number.  


Mission Number returns the same format as a Schedules Query.  You must drill on the Mission Number to view the entire mission itinerary. 


Air Mission Summary results look like the Form 59 query in the Global Decision Support System (GDSS) as in the example below.  To view the entire itinerary, you must drilldown on a hypertext mission number from the header section labeled Mission Status.



Future GTN Capabilities, Part 1

We thought you might be interested in what’s on the horizon. However, we are going to have to address it in two parts. Part 2 will be in the next GTN Update. 

In the following few paragraph’s, we are going to highlight some of the new functionality and capabilities just around the corner in GTN.  Because there is so much happening, we will present this as a two part series.  Hey, then, you’ll be anxiously awaiting the next GTN Update to get “the rest of the story” as Paul Harvey says…

-
C2 Networks: Look closely, this capability goes beyond our current C2 Reports Network.  When this expanded network is fielded in late 2002, it will provide a more robust C2 Report with modifications to access the new JOPES 2000 database.  It will also incorporate the migration of the JOPES Scheduling & Movement module from GCCS and provide a new tool called Planned versus Actual or PvA.

Customer Systems: GTN supports multiple Customer Systems, such as Joint Total Asset Visibility and many more, by providing information that is used by the customer’s own system.  We will develop expanded query capability to aid in compiling metrics and to support the GCSS-COP.  We will make it easier for potential customers to connect to GTN, so they can run reports in support of their mission.

Vendor In-transit Visibility: Initially, this capability was referred to as Direct Vendor Delivery (DVD).  It was later renamed VITV. 
This capability to initially track limited medical shipments from one vendor will be expanded under Phase III to add up to 7 medical vendors, as well as, ITV of subsistence and repair parts cargo, and to create an interface for National Stock Number (NSN) related reference data.

Feedback from Outreach Visits

The Outreach Team has logged some serious hours recently and provided some valuable training/assistance to many DoD users.  We hope, as you read this, you have some comments/feedback.

Your comments/suggestions/feedback are very important to us and help tremendously in our mission to bring you quality training. 

We recently completed a couple of trips to a number of installations in the Mid-Atlantic and southeast regions. Before getting into the specifics, I would like to summarize my impressions.  First, the Save, Schedule, and Email features, as well as the Alert and Query Managers are not being used as much as they could be to make your life easier.  Second, take a good look at the qualifiers and the way you are structuring your queries.  There are many ways to filter your criteria, so your result sets are focused on only what you need.  I’m referring to things like Project Codes, Wildcard characters, TAC, DODAACs etc.  Please take a look or ask us for help…

On one trip we managed to visit Ft Bragg, Seymour-Johnson and Shaw AFBs and the MTMC outport at Charleston, SC.  This location intensive trip was highlighted by many successes and over 51 personnel exposed to GTN.  We demonstrated various query combinations focusing on specific DODAACs for both Requisition/Cargo Network queries.  We also showed many folks how one person using the Email capability can support multiple sites. 

The next trip involved Langley AFB and Navy unit at Norfolk Naval Base, VA. The message from this trip, as well as some others, is if you don’t see results that you expect to see in GTN, contact someone from the POC list on the GTN Home Page and let us research your problem.  The highlight of this trip was a training session we held on the USS Bataan, LHD.  The hospitality was great and working with the stock control and beach detachment folks was extremely informative for all of us.  As I 

watched them deploy on TV yesterday, Sep 19th, I felt a connection to these outstanding warriors and I wanted to personally wish them and all our military forces…Good Luck, God Speed and Happy Hunting!


Did You Realize???

When your installation implements INFOCON measures/levels, you may lose access to some, if not all “.com” sites.  

If you are a GTN user, this isn’t going to have any impact on you, because GTN is a “.mil” site and our inbound feeds from the commercial EDI carriers isn’t affected either.  

However, if you are or know of someone who uses commercial tracking sites to locate government shipment, you may want to pass this information along and encourage them to check out GTN.
