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New Unit Move Networks, High and Low

The new Unit Move Network provides movement status of deploying/redeploying forces, both passengers and cargo.  The Manifest-based application provides ULN and UIC movement profiles based strictly on movement documentation locations and can provide movement requirement detail at the TCN and passenger name level.  

With the Plan-based application, which is only available from the high side GTN, ULNs and UICs reported to the GTN are matched to their OPLAN ID providing a comprehensive movement picture based on TPFDD location information.  In addition, and again only on the high side, the Unit Movement Plan-based summary profiles can be queried at the OPLAN, FMID, ULN, or UIC level.  


The Unit Movement Manifest-based summary profiles can be queried by a UIC, ULN, Type Data Code, or the Operation/Exercise Name.  This Movement Profile summary display provides total passengers and cargo that have attained their Movement Document (manifest, movement request, etc.) related Origin, POE, POD, or Destination.  No TPFDD provided information is used in this query.  Intermediate status is also provided for forces that may be at locations somewhere between those reported in the movement documentation.

For both Plan and Manifested based queries, passenger and cargo detail output frames may also be selected.  These frames will provide “last known status” detail information at the passenger name and TCN level for all forces returned in the query.

Current web browser capability limits the available output display to 6000 rows.  In this initial release of the Unit Move Network the output capability has been distributed between the three available output frames in the following manner:


The Three frame output- as shown on the previous page has the following limits to the number of rows of data:

· Rollup Summary – 3000 rows

· Passenger Detail – 1500 rows

· Cargo Detail – 1500 rows

 The Two frame output- as shown on the previous page has the following limits to the number of rows of data:

· Rollup Summary – 3000 rows

· Passenger Detail or Cargo Detail – 3000 rows

The Single frame output- as shown on the previous page has the following limits to the number of rows of data:

· Rollup Summary or Passenger Detail or Cargo Detail – 6000 rows


If a query return exceeds these parameters a message will be displayed to report how many rows were returned and what the current limit is.  The query may then be revised to display a more specific set of data. 


GTN 21 Update:

  On 1 Feb 04, we will be about 300 days away from GTN 21 Initial Operating Capability!  Anticipation and high expectations are the order of the day here at USTRANSCOM.  The team is busily developing the new system, using input from many current GTN users. Upcoming Software Release

We are working on a new release for the GTN.  This release brings a whole new look to the Schedules Network specifically ocean schedules and surface visibility as a whole.   You will notice that the “Look For” picklist has changed.  The release is primarily targeted at sustainment cargo being booked in the Integrated Booking System (IBS), then moved and reported on by the 38 ocean carriers that provide data to the GTN.  

In the past GTN attempted to piece together ship schedules based on data from several different systems.  The results were confusing and often times incorrect.  We are aligning this release and will display what is actually reported and dictated by the live business practices that support this information.

When building your GTN queries we would like you to follow the business practices described below.  This will produce accurate results.

1. The MSC Ship Schedules query has been redesigned to display only Military Sealift Command (MSC)  “owned or controlled “ vessels (gray bottoms and chartered ships).  


Note: due to the sensitive nature of these schedules, this feature is much more robust in the classified side of GTN.

2. A new addition to the “Look For” pick list:  is Commercial Ship Schedules.  This will provide visibility of those vessels that are not in the MSC Ship Schedule query mentioned above.

3. A new addition to the “Look For” pick list:  is All Ship Schedules.  This will provide visibility of ship schedules as provided by IC3, CEDI 315, WPS, VITV 304, LOGAIS, and TCAIMS II, as the current MSC Ship Schedule query does now.   

4. There are no noticeable changes to Unit Move visibility in this network.  When querying for Unit Move information we would like to suggest running your queries using the “Qualify By” = Voyage Document Number (VDN) or the Port Call File Number (PCFN).  Often times the ship the cargo was scheduled to move on changes.  

Note: We also recommend when looking for Unit Move data that you give our newly designed Unit Move Network a try.

5. Commercial Ocean Carriers are not on contract to provide ship schedules, they are on contract to submit the movement of a container.  The content level detail is provided to the GTN by other government systems like the Water Port System (WPS), GTN then integrates these two data feeds to provide movement and content level detail.

Note: GTN will not construct any ship schedule for a commercial vessel until actual movement for a container has been provided by that carrier. 

6. A new addition to the “Look For” pick list:  Commercial Booking Routes.  These routes are built by the carriers and submitted to IBS.  They are used by vendors and shippers to book containers against.  This capability will provide users of the transportation system the information they need to satisfy their transportation booking requirements.

Note: Commercial carrier routes and container booking is only available for shipment originating in the continental United States.

7. Another feature of this release applies to the Cargo Network, specifically, cargo queries for container TCN’s.  As part of the business process, the final 3 characters of a container TCN can change between the booking and the actual movement of the container.  There fore we recommend (as we do with any cargo query by TCN) that when entering the TCN in the Look For block, you only enter the first 14 characters.    This will enable you to get information on split shipments as well as container TCN’s where the last 3 characters have changed.

Note: No wild card is required for this query as the wild card is automatic.

This release should be available to the GTN users in early March.  There are many Data Quality issues that surround this release.  These issues will be published to the GTN Home page in the near future.
